Cllr Fry also covered some budget matters and potential investment in the coast, together with proposals for an extra recycling/glass bin.

It was reported that the footpath to Louth was in poor condition, Clerk to report again.


Cllr Nayak believes the drain outside the church has been cleared, but still looking for another bin in that area.


WI won’t be putting poppies around the War Memorial this Remembrance Day, but doing a display in the Church.  Members of the Parish Council expressed disappointment at this and wondered if there was any way the WI could reconsider.  WI putting a Christmas tree in the Church this year.  It was agreed to write to the WI to thank them for all the work they did in the village.
